La visite en chef de gouvernement italien, Silvio Berlusconi, en Tunisie a permis la signature d’un
contrat d’interconnexion électrique entre les deux pays. Le colt global de réalisation de ce
projet, qui a été confié a la Société Tunisienne de I'Electricité et du Gaz (STEG) et a I'entreprise
italienne de transport d'électricité, est estimé a 4 milliards DT.
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
